The Tradition of Midnight Mass  
Christmas is the only day on our church 
calendar that calls for Midnight mass.  Easter 
has its vigil.  But the pivotal celebration at 
Christmas is the Mass at Midnight.  
 
The Midnight Mass tradition reaches far back in 
our history.  The first record come fro a fourth-
century pilgrim whose diary of her travels to 
Jerusalem describes her impressions of the 
Midnight Mass.  One reason  for the tradition is 
that Jesus was born at midnight.  This comes 
from an interpretation of a passage from 
Wisdom 18: 14-15, which says that during 
Israel’s Passover, God’s word; leaped from 
heaven when the night was half done.  So in the 
new covenant, it was assumed God’s Word 
leaped from heaven at midnight.  The mystique 
of Midnight Mass draws some of our most 
faithful Catholics as well as some who come to 
church only rarely.  The shepherds, the magi, 
the angels, the animals– the mystery of 
Christmas beckon us all.
